
Splash Pad at Jason Niles Park 

Daily fees are as follows: 

Pad is closed on Mondays 

Tuesday through Saturday    10:00 am until 12:00 pm   $2.00 
Tuesday through Saturday          1:00 pm until   4:00 pm   $3.00 
Sunday         1:00 pm until   5:00 pm  $4.00 

Seasonal Passes are available for $30.00 for 20 visits  

Private rentals are available the following times from Memorial Day through Labor Day:  
The Splash Pad is only open during the summer months and is available for private rentals. Please call City 
Hall at 662-289-1226 or the Parks and Recreation Office at 662-289-7932 for more information. A $25.00 
deposit is required to reserve the pad and is refundable if there is no damage and all trash is removed. 

Monday - Thursday    5:00 pm until 7:00 pm  $50.00 (plus $25.00 deposit) 
Friday - Sunday   5:00 pm until 8:00 pm  $75.00 (plus $25.00 deposit) 

Pad is available after May 1st until Memorial Day and from Labor Day until October 1st for private rental.

Rental includes: 

Exclusive use of the Splash Pad for your group 
Use of picnic shelters and outside restrooms 
Groups of 30 or less only 
No alcohol is allowed 
No refunds will be issued unless cancelled by the Parks and Recreation Department or due to inclement 
weather. 

Inclement Weather: 

Should inclement weather be a factor prior to your Splash Pad private rental, you have the option to 
reschedule your event for another available date. Notification to delay your event must be completed by 4:00 
P.M. the day your rental is scheduled.  
 
Splash Pad private rentals during the weekdays can be rescheduled by contacting Kosciusko City Hall at (662) 
289-1226. If your private rental is scheduled for a Saturday, administrative staff will contact you the 
following business day for rescheduling. 
 
Park Staff will follow the “30 minute rule” recommended by the National Lightning Safety Institute and the 
National Weather Service when inclement weather occurs. When lightning/thunder is estimated to be within 6-8 
miles, staff will evacuate people to safe areas. Staff will secure the entrance to the Splash Pad deck. Activities 
will resume 30 minutes after the last observed lightning or thunder. 
 
Refunds/credits will be issued as follows: 
 
Less than one hour of Splash Pad use. A refund will be issued or the event can be rescheduled at no additional 
charge 
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
